As the top division in this country, we understand our
responsibility to support the whole game. We share
our success and are proud to continue to provide
substantial financial investment for football at every
level, helping thousands of clubs to have a positive
impact on their local community.

The League committed £1.6 billion of investment into
wider football and communities between 2022 and 2025.
This included supporting the grassroots and non-league
game, as well as providing wide-ranging funding for all
professional clubs. We also increased our investment

to develop women'’s and girls’ football - delivering
improvements to facilities and infrastructure, as well

as helping to drive participation through our funding
into The FA Girls’ Emerging Talent Centres.

The positive social and economic impact of Premier
League football is felt well beyond the game itself.
A recent study by EY showed how the League
contributed £9.8 billion to the UK economy in Season
2023/24, generated £4.4 billion in tax and supported
more than 104,500 jobs nationwide. Of these, 7,550
are with club charities, helping to grow the game
and have a positive impact on millions of lives.

The strength of the football pyramid in this country
is unique and we will continue to look at new ways to
support the entire game, directing funds where they
are needed most.
